to a 5/8” iron pin found with cap marked "CLAPSADDLE RS #6140™;

‘thence North 38°37°56™ West 452,77 feet, continuing along a northeast line of
said 32.311 acre tract and a southwest line of the remainder of said original 267.94 acre
tract. to a 5/8” iron pin found with cap marked “CLAPSADDLE RS #6140.” said iron pin
marking the place of beginning;

acre tract and a west fine of the remainder of snid original 267,94 acre tract, to a 5/8” iron
pin found with cap marked “CLAPSADDLE RS #6140";
