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Description of a 0.4000 acre tract

45 sec. East passing an
iron pin and cap previously set at 30.02 feet, a total distance of 40.02 feet to the
intersection of said line with the southeast right-of-way line of U.S. 42 also being the true
point of beginning of said leased area;

Thence, with said right-of-way line North 66 deg. 53 min. 00 sec. East a distance of 20.01
feet 1o a point in said line;
