: Whereas, the decedent was the owner of the three (3) residence houses located upon the
property known as 200 Chandler Avenue, London, Ohio, and whereas in tk 2 case of settling

decedent’s estate, the three houses were offered for sale as three (3) undiv: fed units and sold at

public auction on May 27, 2000.

And further whereas, there is now a need to provide separate access for ingress and egress

to the two rear houses (see plat attached) by virtue of a 15" drawing and fi urther to provide fo*

; possible public utility access to each unit as well as maintenance of the driveway.

Now therefrom the parties do agree as follows:

Seller shall create a non-exclusive 15' wide driveway easement along the westerly end of

 all lots for the purpose of a driveway access to serve all lots and in particular the two residential

! unit houses known as 200 A and 200 B as delincated upon the plat attached hereto.

Further, that within the 15' wide limit of said private driveway there shall be _served a

¢ right for the access of units 200 A and 200 B to place public utility lines (water, sanitary sewer,

storm sewer, cable, electric, gas, etc.), if desired or as may be needed in the future. All costs of
installation of these lines will be borne by the owners of units 200 A and 200'B. Further all costs
of restoration of the 15' private driveway will be the expense of the owner so choosing or so
required to make such installation,

It is mutually urferslooc! and agreed that the present existing driveway may continue to
be used and shall not be required to be improved or expanded to the 15' width provided herein.
However the owners of units 200 A. and 200 B shall each pay one-half t;fllle cost off

maintenance, repairs or improvement of the drivewsy as they-may agree,
No party, the successor or assign shall obstruct or authorize obstruction of the driveway

by any means, including, .t not limited to the parking of a vehicle, trailer, etc.

The owner of 200 ’handler Avenue may occasionally use the d:ivew_ay to access the side

and rear of lot #257 or the SE 30’ of lot 256 (see pls« attached). No maintenance shall be
attributed to the owner of 200 Chandler Avenue, unless said use becomes regular. In such case,
the owner of 200 Chandler Avenue shall pay 1/3 of the cost of maintenance and repair of the

driveway either now existing or as may later be improved.

* Any other driveway surface maintefidnce and repair existin-; on any lot outside the 15’

wide easerint area shall be the sole expense of the owner of that respective lot.
