thence North 04° 37' 21" East, with an easterly line of said Scheiderer tract (passing an iron pin
found at 39.59 feet), a total distance of 507.09 feet to an iron pin set at a comer thereof, and in said Virginia
Military Survey division line;

thence North 32° 32' 39" West, partly with an easterly line of said Scheiderer tract, and partly with
