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LEGAL DESCRIPTION

The following description is for a 13.8424 acre tract of land in the state of Ohio, Madison County, Deercreck

Beginning at a PX nail sct in the centerline of Spring Valley Road at the east Right of Way of U.S. 42
(London, Plain-City Road), said point being the north comer of Lot 6 of the Karl E. Burr Subdivision (Plat
Book 1, Page 356) and is S 41°54’ E, 52.27’ from the centerline of U.S. 42 and N 70°26°13” W, 54.72” from a
Right of Way monument found in the east line of U.S. 42;
