2) South 62° 05 minutes 44 seconds East a distance of 200.00 ft. to an iron pin and
cap set

3) South 45° 56 minutes 08 seconds West, passing an iron pin and cap set at 434.58
ft., a total distance of 458.12 ft. returning to the true point beginning containing
2.0001 acres more or less.
