Thence, North 17° 43 minutes 17 seconds West passing an ¥ pipe and yellow plastic cap
stamped “R.I. Baker S5539” found at 3.00 ft., said pipe also being in the southeast comer
of Dyer’s said 1.2744 acres, a total distance of 121.09 ft. returning to the point of
beginning containing 1.2756 acres more or less.
