to a railroad spike found 0.2’ (foot) below grade at the Southeast corner of a 93.868 acre tract
conveyed to Chester A. Clime, Trustee, by Deed recorded in Deed Volume 291, Page 785, of
the Madison County Deed Records; : '

thence with the bounds of said Climes's 93.868 acre tract the following three (3)
courses:

1. N-22°42'53"-W, 1080.95" (feet) to a 7/8” diameter iron pipe found, passing for reference
a 7/8" diameter iron pipe found on the right-of-way line of David Brown Road at 25.75'
(feet); ' '

2. S-75°00'17"-W, 554.54’ (feet) to an iron bar set;

3. N-20°11°01"-W, 519.33’ (feet) to an iron bar set on the North line of Virginia Military
Survey 9138, also being on the South line of Virginia Military Survey 6006 and on a
South line of a 68.14 acre tract conveyed to Grover C. & Marilyn B. Foulk, Trustee, by
Deed recorded in Official Record 135, Page 2605, of the Madison County Records;

thence with the North line of Virginia Military Survey 9138, the South line of Virginia
Military Survey 6008, the South line of said Foulk’s 68.14 acre tract and with the South line of a

thence S-75°00"17"-W, 1036.68’ (feet) to an iron bar set:

thence $-22°42'53"-E, 1057.99' (feet) to the place of beginning, passing for reference
an iron bar set on the right-of-way line of David Brown road at 1032.24' (feet).
