2) with a curve to the right said curve having a radius of 24501.08 ft., arc length of
897.98 ft., chord bears South 85° 24 minutes 47 seconds East a chord distance of
897.93 ft. to an iron pin and cap set

3) South 84° 21 minutes 47 seconds East, passing an iron pin and cap set at 626.80
ft., a total distance of 666.71 ft. returning to the point beginning containing
147.4047 acres more or less, of which 83.7856 acres more or less is part of said
102.59 acre tract, and 63.6191 acres more or less is all of said 63.77 acre tract.
