DESCRIPTION OF 0.120 ACRES
LYING SOUTH OF EAST CENTER STREET

Beginning for reference at a P.K. nail found where the southerly right-of-way of East Center Street
(50 feet wide) intersects the westerly right-of-way of South Walnut Street (50 feet wide);

Thence South 40°41°56” East, a distance of 255.00 feet, along the westerly right-of-way of said
South Walnut Street, to an iron pin set on the westerly right-of-way of said South Walnut Street, at the
easterly common corner of said 0.122 acre tract and a 0.116 acre tract conveyed to Kenneth W. Rogers, by
deed of record in Deed Book 224, Page 1968 and the Point of True Beginning;

Thence South 40°41°56” East, a distance of 43.20 feet, along the westerly right-of-way of said
South Walnut Street and the easterly line of said 0.122 acre tract to a point at the easterly common corner
of said 0.122 acre tract and a 0.318 acre tract conveyed to James Shaw, by deed of record in Deed Book
246, Page 265, being referenced by a 3/4" iron pin found South 52°44°54” West a distance of 1.43 feet;

Thence South 52°44°54” West, a distance of 131.12 feet, passing said iron pin at 1.43 feet, along
the line common to said 0.122 acre and 0.318 acre tracts to an iron pin set at the westerly common corner
of said 0.122 acre and 0.318 acre tracts, on the easterly right-of-way of a 16 feet wide Alley;

Thence North 33°19°05” West, a distance of 38.50 feet, along the westerly line of said 0.122 acre

tract and the easterly right-of-way of said Alley, to an iron pin set at the westerly common corner of said
