Thence North 57°49°11” East 751.31 feet, departing from the centerline of Smith-
Calhoun Road, following the northwest line of said 26.394 acre tract and a southeast line of said
47.514 acre tract, to an iron pin set at the west corner of said 58 acres and 35 poles tract, said
iron pin marking the place of beginning,

Thence North 58°54°24” East 2309.76 feet, following the northwest line of said 58 acres
and 35 poles tract and the southeast line of said 47.514 acre tract, to a % inch iron pipe found in
the west line of Betty O. Roby, Hazel Patricia Roby, and Lisa Irene Roby’s 47 acre tract
described in Official Record 274, page 903;

Thence South 32°01°15” East 1135.09 feet, following the northeast line of said 58 acres
and 35 poles tract and the southwest line of said 47 acre tract, passing at 607.11 feet a % inch
iron pipe found at the west corner of Don Whitmer and Collette I. Whitmer’s 47.47 acre Tract II
described in Deed Record 228, page 466, thereafier following the southwest line of said 47.47
acre tract, and passing at 1133.09 feet an iron pin set, to an 8 inch wood corner post found at the
north corner of Don Whitmer and Collette I. Whitmer’s 60 acres, 1 rod, and 35 poles tract
described in Deed Record 256, page 37;

Thence South 58°42°54” West 2288.79 feet, following the southeast line of said 58 acres
and 35 poles tract and the northwest line of said 60 acres, 1 rod, and 35 poles tract, passing at
2.00 feet an iron pin set, to an iron pin set in the northeast line of said 26.394 acre tract;

Thence North 33°03°59” West 1143.27 feet, following a southwest line of said 58 acres
and 35 poles tract and the northeast line of said 26.394 acre tract, to the place of beginning,
containing 60.111 acres, more or less, and being subject to all valid easements and restrictions
of record.
