Thence North 02°29°36” East 271.21 feet, following an east line of said 2.098 acre tract
and a west line of the remainder of said original 20.500 acre tract, to a 5/8 inch iron pin found
with cap marked “CLAPSADDLE RS #6140,

Thence North 13°40°12” East 140.43 feet, following an east line of said 2.098 acre tract
and a west line of the remainder of said original 20.500 acre tract, to a 5/8 inch iron pin found
with cap marked “CLAPSADDLE RS #6140;

Thence North 87°28°37” West 50.37 feet, following the north line of said 2.098 acre tract
and a south line of the remainder of said original 20.500 acre tract, to a % inch iron pipe found at
the southeast comer of James A. Schwope and Theresa E. Schwope’s 1.0000 acre tract described
n Official Record 263, page 745 (said 1.0000 acre tract formerly part of said original 20.500 acre
fract);
