Thence, with the North line of said 83.775 acre tract, North 66° 30’ 17” West a distance of 461.32 feet to
an iron pin and cap previously set at a corner to an 138.4183 acre tract conveyed to Allen C and Mary
Joe Armstrong, Joint Lives by Official Record 325 page 481,

Thence, with the East line of said 138.4183 acre tract, North 22° 18’ 43” East a distance of 1,223.34 feet
to an iron pin and cap previously set at the Southeast corner of a 188.15 acre tract conveyed to the
Edith A Cassidy and S Will Montford, Trustees of the Mary Patton Hunter Trust by Official Record 117
page 572;

Thence, with the East line of said 188.15 acre tract, North 22° 22’ 46” East a distance of 404.41 feet to a
5/8 inch diameter rebar set over a deteriorated electrical conduit found at the Southwest corner of said
Salyers’ 189.376 acre tract;

Thence, with the South line of said Salyers’ 189.376 acre tract; South 77° 37’ 49” East, passing iron pin
and cap set at 1906.01 feet, a total distance of 1961.01 feet returning to the True Point of Beginning,
containing 38.6894 acres more or less, of which 17.3681 acres more or less is all of said 17.354 acre
tract, 10.8825 acres more or less is all of said 10.98 acre tract, and 10.4388 acres more or less is all of
said 10.44 acre tract.
