Madison County, Ohio and is further described as follows: 

Commencing at a 6”x6” Concrete Survey Monument at the northernmost corner of Lot 540 (Choctaw 

Lake Property Owner’s Association, Inc., Deed Book, 171, Page 78), the southwest corner of Lot 541 

(P. Steven Grapp and Norma J. Grapp, O.R. 128, Page 2679) and in the east Right-of-way of West 

Choctaw Drive (70 foot R/W); 

Thence S65°34'45"E, 255.11 feet, along the northeast line of lot 540, to an Iron Pin set at the TRUE 

POINT OF BEGINNING. 

Thence N65°34'45"W, 37.29 feet, back along the northeast line of the said lot 540, to the southwest 

corner of Lot 544 and the southeast corner of Lot 543, (Michael A. & Robyn Ruble, Official Record 

313, Page 1036), said corner is 217.82 feet, from the said Concrete Survey Monument; 

Thence N24°14'54"E, 200.74 feet, along the southeast line of said Lot 543 to a 3/4 inch bent Pinched 

Iron Pipe in the southwest R/W of Potawamie Drive (60’ R/W) at the northeast corner of said Lot 

543; 

Thence S65°39'38"E, 37.63 feet, along the southwest R/W of said Potawamie Drive and the northeast 

line of said Lot 544, to an Iron Pin set; 

Thence S24°20'40"W, 200.80 feet, through Lot said 544, to the TRUE POINT OF BEGINNING.

Lake Subdivision, Section 4, (Plat Book 2, Pages 45, 47 and 49), Virginia Military Survey 6200,

Pin found exposed 8” with an Identification Cap engraved ELLIOTT 7759 at the southernmost corner 

of Lot 541, said Iron Pin is 67.77 feet, from the said Concrete Survey Monument; 

Thence N24°10'02"E, 200.53 feet, along the southeast line of said Lot 541 to a damaged 6”x6” 

Concrete Monument in the southwest R/W of said Potawamie Drive at the northeast corner of said 

Lot 541;

Thence S65°39'38"E, 187.59 feet, along the southwest R/W of said Potawamie Drive, passing a 3/4 

inch Pinched Iron Pipe slightly bent at the northeast corner of Lot 544 at 37.63 feet, a damaged 3/4 

inch Pinched Iron Pipe at the northeast corner of Lot 545 at 112.76 feet, to a rusted 5/8 inch Iron Pipe 

at the northwest corner of Lot 547 (DLM Real Estate Investments, LLC, O.R. 265, Page 1237); 

Thence S24°28'00"W, 201.06 feet, along the northwest line of said Lot 547, to a 5/8” Iron Pipe found 

with an ID Cap engraved ELLIOTT 7759 in the northeast line of said Lot 540;
