Situate in the State of Ohio, County of Clark, Township of Madison, & State of Ohio, County 
of Madison County, Paint Township. Being part of Virginia Military Survey 9023. Being the 
property of Lois J. Clark, Trustee of Official Record Book 2143, page 5660 of the Clark 
County Recorder and Official Record Book 339, page 1821 of the Madison County Recorder 
and being more particularly described as follows: 
 
 
Beginning at a Railroad Spike found in the centerline of Huntington Road (40’ R/W) and the 
west right-of-way line of Correll-Maxey Road (40’ R/W), also being in the west line of a 
271.130 acre parcel conveyed to John I. Blain, Rebecca K. Cress, Linda J. Wood and Gary L. 
Blain of Official Record Book 305, page 142 and Official Record Book 338, page 1847 of the 
Madison County Recorder;  
 
 
Thence, with the west line of the Correll-Maxey Road, the property of John I. Blain, Rebecca 
K. Cress, Linda J. Wood and Gary L. Blain and the west line of a 180.245 acre parcel conveyed 
to Robert A. and Anne Hunter, Co-Trustees of Official Record Book 280, page 685 of the 
Madison County Recorder, S 07 degrees 21’06”W 1987.59 feet to a double angle iron post 
found; 
 
 
Thence, leaving the Hunter property with a north line of a 48.820 acre parcel (21.590 acres in 
Madison County and 27.230 acres in Clark County conveyed to Cowden Family Farm, LLC. of 
Official Record Book 329, page 659 and Official Record Book 329, page 667 of the Madison 
County Recorder and Official Record Book 2117, page 585 and Official Record Book 2117, 
page 609 of the Clark County Recorder, N 85 degrees 25’46”W 1591.18 feet to a Railroad Rail 
Post found in an east line of a 105.937 acre parcel conveyed to Cowden Family Farm, LLC. of 
Official Record Book 2117, page 585 and Official Record Book 2117, page 609 of the Clark 
County Recorder; 
 
 
Thence, with the east line of the 105.937 acre parcel and the east line of a 49.13 acre parcel 
conveyed to Paul Hazlett of Official Record Book 1467, page 360 of the Clark County 
Recorder, N 05 degrees 08’12”E 1968.28 feet to a half inch pipe found in the centerline of 
Huntington Road, passing a Railroad Rail Post found at 1948.34 feet; 
 
 
Thence, with the centerline of Huntington Road, S 86 degrees 00’56”E 1668.26 feet to the 
place of beginning, passing a railroad spike found in the county line at 1215.37 feet. 
 
 
Containing a total of 73.942 Acres, 47.977 acres in Clark County Permanent Parcel No. 
1601609023000014 and 25.965 acres in Madison County Permanent Parcel No. 14-00231.000, 
a total of 0.765 acres in the road right-of-way, 0.558 acres in Clark County and 0.207 acres in 
Madison County and subject to all legal highways and easements of record.
