South 00° 30’ 35” West a distance of 395.25 feet from the South line of the Village of 
Midway, Counts Addition; 
Thence, with the centerline of State Route 38, North 16° 33’ 20” West a distance of 
200.00 feet to a point; 
Thence, across said 26.716 acre tract with the following two new courses: 

1) South 89° 37’ 13” East, passing an iron pin and cap set at 31.74 feet, a total 
distance of 645.73 feet to an iron pin and cap set; 

2) South 01° 00’ 04” West a distance of 197.69 feet to an iron pin and cap set in the 
North line of said Anthony’s 29.75 acre tract;
