2) North 25° 00’ 39” West a distance of 930.33 feet to a railroad spike found at a corner to
a39.0473 acre tract conveyed to Sylvia J Schneider, Trustee of the Sylvia J Schneider Trust
by Official Record 348 page 788, the East corner of said 3.1640 acre tract and being the
True Point of Beginning;
Thence, with the lines between said 39.0473 acre and 3.1640 acre tracts with the following three
courses:
1) South 61° 05’ 48” West a distance of 565.99 feet to an iron pin and cap previously set;
2) South 52° 21’ 17” West a distance of 72.50 feet to an iron pin and cap previously set;
3) North 02° 45’ 18” West a distance of 194.48 feet to an iron pin and cap previously set;
Thence, across said 3.1640 acre tract with the following four new courses:
1) North 60° 35’ 08” East a distance of 93.99 feet to an iron pin and cap set;
2) North 66° 42’ 56” East a distance of 443.26 feet to aniron pin and cap set in the southwest
right-of-way of Olmstead Road;
3) with said right-of-way, North 25° 00’ 39” West a distance of 80.42 feet to an iron pin and
cap set;
4) leaving said right-of-way, North 64° 59’ 21” East a distance of 25.00 feet to a mag nail set
over a railroad spike found in the centerline of Olmstead Road;
Thence, with the centerline of Olmstead Road, South 25° 00’ 39” East a distance of 200.00 feet
returning to the True Point of Beginning, containing 2.0618 Acres more or less.
