The following described 1.0533 acre tract is situated in the State of Ohio, Madison County, 
Fairfield Township, VMS 7923, being all of a 1.054 acre tract (Parcel 07-00473.000) conveyed to 
Jerry A and June M Flynn, Joint Lives by Official Record 327 page 1697, and being more 
particularly described as follows: 
Beginning at a 1/2 inch diameter iron pipe found in the centerline of Lilly Chapel-Georgesville 
Road (County Road 102, 45 feet right-of-way) at the Southwest corner of a 22.553 acre tract 
conveyed to Robert and Jean Godden, Trustees by Official Record 307 page 2125 and the 
Southeast corner of said 1.054 acre tract, said pipe bears South 78° 58’ 15” West a distance of 
3596.99 feet from a railroad spike found at the centerline intersection of Lilly Chapel-Georgesville 
Road with West Jefferson-Kiousville Road (County Road 22, 45 feet right-of-way); 
Thence, with the centerline of Lilly Chapel-Georgesville Road, South 84° 23’ 05” West a distance 
of 150.00 feet to a PK nail found at a corner to a 20.1137 acre tract conveyed to Jerry and June 
Flynn by Official Record 296 page 479; 
Thence, with said 20.1137 acre tract with the following two courses:  

1) North 01° 46’ 47” West, passing a 5/8 inch diameter rebar and yellow plastic cap stamped 
“Elliott PS7759” found 0.22 feet left of line at 28.97 feet, passing an iron pin and cap set 
at 35.00 feet, a total distance of 288.13 feet to a 3/4 inch diameter iron pipe found; 

2) North 84° 24’ 09” East a distance of 169.23 feet to an iron pin and cap set in the West 
line of said Godden’s 22.553 acre tract, from said corner a 5/8 inch diameter rebar and 
yellow plastic cap stamped “Elliott PS7759” found bears South 69° 34’ 57” West a distance 
of 2.64 feet; 

Thence, with the West line of said 22.553 acre tract, South 02° 00’ 49” West, passing a 3/4 inch 
diameter iron pipe found 0.26 feet right at 63.45 feet, passing an iron pin and cap set at 255.00 
feet, passing a 5/8 inch diameter rebar and yellow plastic cap stamped “Elliott PS7759” found 
0.35 feet right at 259.97 feet, a total distance of 290.00 feet returning to the Point of Beginning, 
containing 1.0533 Acres more or less.
